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Family-owned BC Fisheries was founded in 2007 as a small fish
buyer. In 2013, they realized growth was needed for their business
and the local economy.

Despite offloading about 1.5 million pounds of shrimp per month,
the company was unable to process them locally. This meant
that the financial reward of most of the local fisheries was

MISSION IMPACTS leaving town and not providing jobs or other opportunities where
the community needed them. Long-distance shipping to far-off

30 jobs created processors was also leading to high transportation costs.
